Called to Order: The meeting was called to order at 2:09 pm 

Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting: Moved, seconded and carried to adopt the minutes of the last AGM October 4th, 2009 as circulated. 

Approval of Agenda: It was moved, seconded and carried to adopt the agenda as circulated.

Quorum: It was determined by head count that a quorum for a meeting existed. 

Business Agenda

President’s Report

Alex welcomed the club members to the AGM and noted that we had begun the year with a more ambitious schedule than usual, designed to encourage riders to increase their mileage to assist with PBP quota requirements and offer ample opportunities for early qualification. Alex then provided a brief summary of the highlights of the season mentioning all the brevets and thanking all the organizers and volunteers for their efforts to make this possible. He noted that the schedule included an early season March 200km brevet for the first time ever as well as a late season November 11th brevet. Both had good turnouts. Alex advised that the first ever LM Super Week had seen 26 people complete 44 brevets with 5 riders qualifying for the Super Week pin (minimum 3 events and 1500km) and 1 rider, Nigel Press completing all 5 rides for an impressive 2500km in the week. In closing, Alex expressed appreciation to the current executive for their hard work on behalf of all club members and again thanked the many volunteers who had taken on the challenge of supporting our biggest ever brevet season. 

Treasurer’s Report

Ross advised that we had another successful year with the Pacific Populaire, Canada Day Populaire and Victoria Populaire all well attended. He noted that the yearend closed with a $1,100 deficit due to cost overruns on the Super Hell Week, however the club’s retained earnings will cover this year’s loss. Ross advised that he had prepared additional copies of the Financial Report available for review by all members present, a copy of the finalized Financial Report will be sent to all members along with the AGM Minutes.

It was moved, seconded and carried to accept the preliminary Financial Report as presented. 

Database Manager’s Report

Cheryl advised that the club had 252 members in 2010 and that of these 179 were riding brevets. She noted that the club’s growth continues to grow slowly but that in the last season only 68 brevets were ridden by women. Cheryl mentioned that of the 179 active riders, 22 were women comprising 10% only in comparison to past years where women riders were 20% to 25%. Cheryl asked for input from the membership on how to attract more women for the coming years. She further noted that the Populaires were very well attended with lots of women participating. Cheryl advised that we had the most ever Super Randonneurs in 2010. A full copy of the database report is available on the website. 

Regional Reports

Southern Interior - Richard Blair advised that the Southern Interior ran 2 series, a full spring series and a makeup weekend. He noted that some Lower Mainland riders had participated in the 400 and 600 and welcomed all members to come up to the Interior to enjoy brevets with one page route sheets. He noted with thanks and appreciation the great assistance from Bob Goodison on organizing the series, and also thanked all Interior volunteers for their efforts. 

Lower Mainland – Roger Holt noted that he greatly enjoyed the Interior rides and encouraged others to try one. Roger went on to note with great appreciation the wonderful efforts of all volunteers for making the season possible. He mentioned Manfred’s LM 200 noting this was the 3rd and final running of the Buccaneer as we had 6 riders fall on a bad set of tracks in the rain. He noted that Deirdre & Bob’s Pemberton 300 was very challenging but that he and Ali had paid them back by being the last ones into the finish in the wee small hours. He continued with thanks to Doug & Susan for the Beyond Hope 400, Jeff Mudrakoff for the reverse Merritt Loop 600 and Patrick Wright & Barb Pope for the Fleche. He noted with appreciation all the brevets organized by Alex and Barb Pope in the Super Week and also thanked the summer series organizers, Kevin Bruce for the Suddenly Seymour and Ridiculous 200’s, Karen & Michel for the Sunshine Coast 200, Barry Chase for the classic Whatcom Wamble 300, Keith Nichol for the Tour des Lacs 400, & Eric Fergusson for overseeing all the 1000km ultra brevets. Roger mentioned that the Populaires had been well attended, with the Pacific Populaire and Canada Day Populaire generating significant income for the club. Roger thanked Danelle Laidlaw for organizing the Pacific Populaire for the 10th season in a row. Roger went on to reiterate his thanks to the volunteers and to call for additional volunteers for the coming season, noting that volunteers are critical to the success of our club. Roger also mentioned that volunteering was a fun way to meet others in the club and to contribute to the sport of randonneuring.

Peace Region - Wim Kok forwarded the following report for the BC Peace Region (read to the members by Roger Holt).  

“I won’t be attending this year’s BC Randonneurs AGM Ride, Brunch and Meeting, my regrets. Best wishes for everyone for a memorable event. Here is my (brief) report on the 2010 randonneuring activities in the BC Peace Region.
 
This year we had 10 brevets on the books, ranging from 200 – 1000km.  This included the regular series, expanded with the 1000, a few extra 200’s and some make-up brevets. Seven of the brevets were completed. Both Erik Snucins and I completed the series, which meant that we earned the Super Randonneur award, his second, my sixth.  We rode a number of the extra 200’s.  The 1000 was cancelled.  I also completed a 400 km brevet in Saskatchewan and the 1000 km in Washington.  As a result both Erik and I qualified to pre-register for the 2011 edition of PBP. On two of our 200’s, we had members of the local cycling join us informally to try the randonneuring experience. This may spark an increase in participation in 2011 in which I will organize a full slate of brevets again.
 
 I would like to thank the BC Randonneurs for the ongoing support. I am looking forward to riding in 2011 and hopefully see you on the road somewhere.  Of course I hope to be present in France again for a PBP encore.”
Vancouver Island – Lee Ringham noted that 2010 had proved to be a challenging year on the island with long time route coordinator Ray Parker stepping down to concentrate on his recovery from a terrible accident in 2009. He noted with appreciation the efforts of interim coordinators Graham Fishlock and Ken Bonner who split the duties. After Graham stepped down partway through the season, Ken asked Lee to take on the remaining 200, 300, 400, 600km brevets in the series and Ken continued to coordinate the1000km series as well as the VanIsle 1200km. 

Lee noted some of the highlights including the largest Victoria Populaire to date, the highest number of Hell Week finishers ever including the first ever woman, Cheryl Lynch and three first time finishers from Vancouver Island, Mike Croy, Phillip Lennox and Jim Runkel. Lee again thanked Ken Bonner for his hard work in organizing the VanIsle 1200km which was successfully completed by David Gillanders at 78, our oldest current ultra distance randonneur. He mentioned the stress on volunteers needed to mount three full brevet series including the spring, fall and Hell Week rides and closed with a sincere thank you to all those who had given so generously of their time to make the 2012 season on Vancouver Island a success.
